Please refer to the following definitions of Service and Advocacy, within the Zonta framework:
Service Projects are hands-on projects involving Zontians volunteering their time, talents and skills to benefit the beneficiaries.  These projects will have clear objectives, include measures of sustainability and stated outcomes.  NB:  Providing funds to another organisation to carry out a project is not considered Service.  
Advocacy is the expression of support for or opposition to a cause, argument or proposal. Advocacy may include influencing laws, legislation or attitudes. Zonta advocacy is an action taken in “the public interest” or for “the greater good” with respect to advancing the status of women and girls and their human right.
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
